THE FLAS PEDAGOGICAL MODEL

Faculty’s curriculum and teaching methodology draw on the advantages of
the Anglo-Saxon tradition, adapted to Russian conditions and the state
requirements of Russian higher education.

Faculty’s interdisciplinary curriculum, designed to offer a four-year B.A.
degree in “Arts and Humanities,” is aimed at developing in students critical
thought and comparative analysis skills and is based on a combination of
breadth of education and the depth provided by programs of concentration
(majors). Liberal arts education allows students to create their own
educational path.

Another important principle of liberal arts education is the combination of
theoretical disciplines with practical preparation for life in society. Classes
take form of lectures and seminars in small groups. Teaching methodology
emphasizes reading, writing, and critical discussion of texts.



SAINT-PETERSBURG STATE UNIVERSITY

Saint-Petersburg State University is one of the oldest and celebrated
educational institutions in Russia. The University was founded by
Peter | in 1724. Today Saint-Petersburg University has over 130
specializations. Over 30,000 students study at 24 faculties (1,500
doctors of science, almost 3,000 candidates of science, over 40 academics of

state academies). In 2009, Saint- Petersburg University was given a special status
of the country’s leading educational institution that made it eligible to develop
and establish its own academic standards and to issue diplomas of its own
format. The University is rightfully proud of its graduates and staff members.
Eight of them were awarded the Nobel Prize (I. Pavlov, |I. Mechnikov, N.
Semenov, D. Landau, A. Prokhorov, V. Leontief, L. Kantorovich, J. Brodsky), and
two (G. Perelman and S. Smirnov) received the Fields Medal. The University has
educated other outstanding scholars, professors, politicians and cultural
celebrities as well.

It is thanks to the strong support of the University that the FLAS was able to
launch the new educational B.A. track 031600 “Arts and Humanities” and to

secure its accreditation by the Russian Ministry of Education.
